APPLICATION TO THE
ZONING BOARD OF APPEALS

The Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA) is established pursuant to Michigan Public Act 207 of
1921, as amended and the City of Mount Clemens City Charter. The purpose of the ZBA 1s to
hear and decide appeals where it is alleged there is an error in the administration or enforcement
of the zoning ordinance and/or to grant variances from the provisions of the ordinance.

Within its powers the ZBA has the authority to hear and decide cases on the following:

Appeal Of An Administrative Decision — To decide an appeal where there is an alleged error
of law in any order, requirement, decision, or determination made by the Community
Development Department or Planning Commission in the administration of the zoning
ordinance.

Ordinance Interpretation — To render an interpretation or clarification of ordinance language.

Variance Request — To permit modification of the height, setback and area regulations as may
be necessary to allow for improvement of a lot which 1s of such shape, or so located with
relation to surrounding development or physical characteristics, that it cannot otherwise be
improved with such modification.

Use Variance — To allow for a different use of a property then what is allowed under the
zoning district.

Other — To allow for phasing of site plan improvements where the cost of the required
improvements are relatively high in relation to the total cost of the applicant’s development or
addition. (A recommendation from the Planning Commission is required and, if approved, a
bond in the amount of the deferred improvements must be posted with the Community
Development Department.).

APPLICATION PROCESS

To apply for a hearing before the ZBA a completed application and all required attachments
must be presented to the Community Development Department at least 30 days prior to the
date of the ZBA meeting. Please use this checklist as a guide to completing the application. (A4
applications must be printed or typed).
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
