Building Permit Application
General Information

The City of Mount Clemens Building Department is responsible for the protection
of the City’s housing and commercial buildings through application of
professional design principals and administration of the City’s building and
related codes.

Permits

Under the Michigan Building Code, permits are required to be obtained by “any
owner or authorized agent who intends to construct, enlarge, alter, repair,
move, demolish, or change the occupancy of a building or structure, or to erect,
install, enlarge, alter, repair, remouve, convert or replace any electrical, gas,
mechanical or plumbing system, the installation of which is regulated by this
code.” (§105.1)

There are a limited number of activities for which a building permit is not
necessary. A list of those items is attached, however, the items may be governed
by other City ordinances and another type of permit required. For example, a
four foot high fence is not required to have a building permit, but the City’s
zoning ordinance regulates placement and height of fences and a zoning permit is
required. Please check with the department prior to beginning your project if
there is any question.

Homeowners may obtain permits for work done to their primary residence. They
must sign the permit affidavit saying that they will be undertaking the work
themselves. For rental properties and/or commercial properties, a licensed
contractor is required to obtain permits for their specific discipline.

Applying for Permits

Most permit applications require two sets of construction documents to be
included at the time of submission. The general timeframe for plan review is 7 —
10 days.

Plans for commercial structures must be signed and sealed by a licensed architect
or other design professional. These plans must also include relevant electrical,
mechanical, plumbing and fire suppression information. Review of construction
documents that do not contain detailed plans on these items will be held until the
information is complete. To insure a timely plan review, please submit a full,
detailed set of construction documents at the time of application.
