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MOUNT CLEMENS RESOLUTION 
“Celebrating the 150-Year History and Contributions of Mount Clemens Public Library” 

 
WHEREAS, the people of Mount Clemens, through their duly elected officials, have a long history of recognizing 

those individuals in their midst who give of themselves for the human and public good; and 
 
WHEREAS, Mount Clemens Public Library was established 150 years ago in a room of the Union School Building; 

and 
 
WHEREAS, by virtue of its founding in 1865, Mount Clemens Public Library is, in company with Detroit Public 

Library founded in the same year, one of the two oldest public libraries in the State of Michigan; and 
 
WHEREAS, over the decades, Mount Clemens Public Library has grown from a small one-room collection of books to 

a modern facility offering over 125,000 volumes of library material in all formats; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Library maintains one of the foremost collections of material for local history and genealogy research 

in lower Michigan; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Library offers programs and services for people of all ages and promotes the pursuit of lifelong 

learning for all the citizens of Mount Clemens; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Library offers access to technology for all citizens, including internet service, database searching, e-

books, downloadable magazines, music and videos; and 
 
WHEREAS, Mount Clemens Public Library has designated special events in observance of the anniversary of its 

founding throughout the year 2015; and 
 
WHEREAS,  Mount Clemens Public Library has served the community for 150 years with distinction, as a destination 

serving the aspirations of the Mount Clemens community for literacy, knowledge, lifelong learning and 
equal access to information. 

 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that I, Barb Dempsey, Mayor of Mount Clemens, and the entire City 

Commission do hereby congratulate Mount Clemens Public Library, its trustees, staff, volunteers and 
patrons on 150 years of valued service, and I call upon the community to continue to use, enjoy, and 
support Mount Clemens Public Library for another 150 years.

3. Strategic Planning Process:  I have met with Naheed Huq of SEMCOG regarding 
the possibility of her and SEMCOG working with the City to conduct a strategic 
planning process.  As previously discussed, this assistance would come at no cost 
as it is a benefit provided to interested communities that are members of 
SEMCOG. 

 
One of the key requirements of a successful strategic planning process and a 
requirement of SEMCOG prior to assisting with such a process is the 
commitment, or buy in, of the legislative body.  With that in mind, our next step is 
a presentation by Ms. Huq at the 01/20/15 Commission Meeting that will cover 
how the process could develop as well as the goals of the process.  That evening, 
the Commission would then consider an agenda item committing to a strategic 
planning process with the assistance of SEMCOG. 
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
